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The FBI National Citizens’ Academy Alumni Association was awarded a $40,000 grant to host 16 FBI Community Relations Executive Seminar Training (CREST) programs over four years as part of W.K. Kellogg Foundation’s $75 million ‘America Healing” Initiative to tackle structural racism and promote racial healing.  
In an unprecedented effort to address the devastating impact of racial inequities on communities across the country, the W.K. Kellogg Foundation recently launched a five-year, $75 million initiative – America Healing – that aims to improve life outcomes for vulnerable children and their families by promoting racial healing and eliminating barriers to opportunities.  

This grant was one of 119 awarded by the W.K. Kellogg Foundation to support racial equity and healing.  The CREST program will be conducted in 16 cities across the United States in vulnerable communities to promote cultural understanding and racial healing.  

The CREST program serves as a means to provide information to participating communities. The project will be held in vulnerable communities to foster racial equality by accomplishing the following: 
· Be a catalyst for improving the quality of life within the individual communities through law enforcement related and awareness programs. 
· Improve our understanding of the individual community by establishing the exchange of information between the FBI and the community. 
· Identify cultural and safety issues affecting specific communities not currently being addressed, and thereafter, develop proactive initiatives to address any racial and crime problems identified. 
· Encourage adults to begin and continue dialogue with their children about the different ethnic communities and how each community has different cultures and traditions, and to teach them that all individuals in each ethnic community is to be celebrated and respected. 
· Foster racial relations among law enforcement agencies, communities and individuals. While this project reaches out to neighborhoods, associations, and groups in several ethnic communities, the majority of the communities served include: African American, Hispanic/Latino, Asian, European, Muslim, and Native American.
